BACKGROUND  
Every day, Neighborhood House builds community and increases access to housing, health, education, and economic 
opportunities for low-income, immigrants and refugees across Seattle and King County. Since 1906, Neighborhood 
House has advanced our mission to partner with individuals and families to build community and increase access to 
housing, health, education, and economic opportunity. Our programs focus on early childhood education, youth 
development, employment and adult education, housing assistance, community health, and aging and disability 
services throughout King County, WA.

• Sessions last 30 minutes to 1 hour each

• Must have computer with sound and mic capabilities 
• Ability to access Zoom. All Zoom sessions will be recorded.  
• Ability to work with youth in grades K-12, experience not necessary 
• Ability to thrive in a culturally diverse organization dedicated to equity, inclusion, and anti-racism
